TODAY’S SCRIPTURE READINGS 

Jeremiah 17:5-10 (NRSV) 
5Thus says the LORD: Cursed are those who trust in mere mortals 

and make mere flesh their strength, whose hearts turn away from  
the LORD. 6They shall be like a shrub in the desert, and shall not  
see when relief comes. They shall live in the parched places of the 
wilderness, in an uninhabited salt land. 7Blessed are those who trust  
in the LORD, whose trust is the LORD. 8They shall be like a tree 
planted by water, sending out its roots by the stream. It shall not  
fear when heat comes, and its leaves shall stay green; in the year of 
drought it is not anxious, and it does not cease to bear fruit. 9The 
heart is devious above all else; it is perverse— who can understand it? 
10I the LORD test the mind and search the heart, to give to all 
according to their ways, according to the fruit of their doings. 

 
John 13:5-17 (NRSV) 
     Then he poured water into a basin and began to wash the  
disciples’ feet and to wipe them with the towel that was tied around 
him. 6He came to Simon Peter, who said to him, “Lord, are you  
going to wash my feet?” 7Jesus answered, “You do not know now  
what I am doing, but later you will understand.” 8Peter said to him,  
“You will never wash my feet.” Jesus answered, “Unless I wash you, 
you have no share with me.” 9Simon Peter said to him, “Lord, not  
my feet only but also my hands and my head!” 10Jesus said to him, 
“One who has bathed does not need to wash, except for the feet, but 
is entirely clean. And you are clean, though not all of you.” 11For he 
knew who was to betray him; for this reason he said, “Not all of you 
are clean.” 12After he had washed their feet, had put on his robe,  
and had returned to the table, he said to them, “Do you know what  
I have done to you? 13You call me Teacher and Lord—and you are 
right, for that is what I am. 14So if I, your Lord and Teacher, have 
washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another’s feet. 15For  
I have set you an example, that you also should do as I have done to 
you. 16Very truly, I tell you, servants are not greater than their master, 
nor are messengers greater than the one who sent them. 17If you  
know these things, you are blessed if you do them.
